(not present, Cranfield University — proposed by Bobby) could possible be ideal candidates for a
role next year. The Committee should try to work with them.

11. Chapter Projects

a. Future of SAWE UK

Clint Bower explained the relevance of the role that the UK chapter plays with in the entire SAWE. The
society is geared around the International conference to make as many technical presentations and papers
as possible. Alex tried to encourage attendance so that you can see the bigger picture but Hugh explained
that the cost of attending the conference hotel with flights is normally a non-starter when trying to get this
approved. Alex explained that you do not need to stay at the hotel and can easily find a cheaper hotel to
help drive down costs— this would help if explained on the conference invite. Steve reiterated the benefits
of attending but also agreed that the cost can be a little prohibitive — the question that continually repeated
itself is how can we get more attendees from the UK to go to the conference. Some of the ideas discussed
were: -

Committee members to be given aid in going to conference

Incentive to be given to papers from the UK to either join the SAWE or attend
conference, For example free SAWE membership if paper presented at UK meeting — best paper to get
aid to go to conference. Steve Cook and Mick Steel were tasked to draw up a set of simple qualifying
rules to enable us to advert for papers. Cranfield University was present and helped portray what was
important to them as students — cost was important but most important was publishing in a journal.
The UK chapter will wait for feedback on this project over the next few weeks.
